2. A brief identification of the author(s) which might include answers to the following: When/where born? Where/how educated? Present position?

3. A summary of the book’s contents and a brief description of its general scope and nature; also a brief identification of the book’s major themes of psychology, content, and conclusion. Points covered might include: Subject matter. Author’s purpose: what is she/he trying to do? Period of time covered?

4. Reports will be submitted to Turnitin.com so be very careful with your quotes.
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
